Summer Religion Assignment for Grade 8

center your report on why you have chosen that particular saint.  
 

2. In the second paragraph, discuss what name you have chosen and why (is it a family name? Does 
your family have a particular devotion to that saint? etc.) 
 

3. In the third paragraph, discuss why Confirmation is such an important sacrament to receive in the 
8th Grade 
 

4. You will make a cover sheet with the words CONFIRMATION SAINT REPORT and put your name 
in the lower right hand corner. 
 

5. You will also have at least two illustrations on the cover.

Introduction: 4-5 sentences 
 

Each body paragraphs (three of them): at least 8 sentences 
 

Conclusion: 4-5 sentences
